The lecture of the Consul General of the Swiss Confederation in St. Petersburg Michel
Failletaz was delivered in St. Petersburg University of the Humanities and Social Sciences
on 10 December 2015, devoted to the peculiarities of Swiss foreign policy — so-called *soft
power’, which the country has been taking successfully for several decades.

There is considered “soft power” as a way of resolving contradictions without violence
and threats, overcoming barriers by using ideological credibility and cultural attractiveness
of actors in international politics.

Particular attention is given to the history of building good-neighborly relations
of Switzerland with oth¥r countries, to its desire to maintain independence in the time
of globalization and to keep a peacekeeping role as a neutral state during military conflicts.
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
