The aim of this book is to reconstruct a history of the Society of American Friends of Russian
Freedom (SAFRF) from 1891 to 1930 to show its close connection with Party of Socialists-
Revolutionaries (SRs). The SAFRF was a small group of American reformers who were active
in the support for the Russian opposition which was fighting for the political rights in the
Russian empire. All SAFRF members enjoyed common social features, shared similar political
views and cultural values, belonged to one geographical region. The majority of Americans was
recruited from former abolitionist activists and social reformers. The formation of the SAFRF
and the publication of the American edition of «Free Russia» went in close cooperation with
Russian political emigrants, who later joined the SRs (Felix Volkhovsky, Egor Lazarev).
