A collection of documents “The joining of the Crimea to Russia, 1783—1796" reflects the role of the Crimea in the history
of Russia, the main measures for the economic development of the peninsula, its adaptation with the Russian political, social
and management systems in the first years after the joining of the peninsula.

The collection includes documents of the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts (RGADA). Most of the documents
were not previously introduced into scientific circulation, this greatly complicated the objective analysis of political and socio-
economic processes in the territory of the Crimea after its entry into the Russian Empire. This publication of the documents
aims to broaden the representation of the scientific community on the activities for the development of the Crimean peninsula,
the organization of administrative and territorial division, the creation of local government and the formation of their states
from representatives of the local population. The documents characterize the policy of the Russian administration in relation to
the Tatar population, measures to increase the population of the Crimea. A number of documents reflect measures to create a
network of roads, build new cities and reconstruct existing cities, establish the Black Sea Fleet, and develop fertile Crimean lands
and introduce new crops and plants. A special place is occupied by documents on the preparation and the course of the journey
of Catherine 11 to Tauris, Many documents published in this collection, including translations from the French language, are
introduced into scientific circulation for the first time.

The first document in the collection is the manitesto on April 8, 1783 on the joining of the Crimea to the Russian Empire
and documents of a diplomatic nature related to its promulgation. The most important decrees on the rights of the Tatar nobility
and the protection of the Muslim faith, the organization of revenue collection and their use for the development of the Crimea
were adopted in the first months. Archival documents characterize the integration processes that took place on the peninsula,
the policy of the Center for Economic Development, Agriculture, Urban Development in the Crimea. Of particular interest are
materials on the construction of Sevastopol as the base of the Black Sea Fleet, state policy towards the population of the Crimea,
the development of horticulture, viticulture and park art.
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
