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The monograph addresses the transport complex of Russia’s Far East against the
background of the general economy development of the region. The author’s periodization
of the regional transport complex development is presented which makes the priority
of aims, the major stages of building the infrastructure, and the dynamics of transport
operations traceable. Specified are ten periods of the Far Eastern transport complex
development. Brought into focus are the structural economic reform and the current state
of the region’s transport complex (Periods 9 and 10). Analyzed is the role of the transport
complex of the Far East’s economy at the present stage as viewed from the perspective of
the employment dynamics, the investments and the key assets. On the basis of the author’s
method, availability of transport services for the population is assessed for the period of 1990
through 2017 in two sectors: infrastructure and economic availability by selected means of
transport. Discussed is the dynamics of the transport component of the region’s business
activities against the developments in economic and institutional arrangements. Examined
is the transport market of NEA from the perspective of the integration of the Far East
region’s transport complex. The NEA’s transport is characterized, so is the existing system
of intemational transit corridors and the institutional factors determining the operability
of the market. An attempt is made to identify, on an economic zone-by-zone basis, the Far
East’s territories with various integration potentials for the transport complexes. Four zones
have been identified, with different development levels of the transportation system, sizes
of external cargo traffic, and their prospects for the integration into NEA. The results of the
zoning, as discussed in the monograph, conform to the assessments made of the prospects
of the long-term development of the transport complex of the Far East’s south, as well as
to the trends of the cross border cooperation effected by the region. The book is meant
for specialists in the regional and sector-specialized economies, international cooperation
with the NEA countries, and for non-specialist readers interested in various aspects of the
Russian Far East’s development.
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
