The book presents the resuits of the research project of the Russian Foundation for Basic Rescarch No. 16-03-00318-OGN
“Revolutionary waves in the dynamics of the modernization of societics of the 19-21 centuries: macrosociological and socio-
philosophical analysis." Revolutionary waves as large and complex phenomena of world history are examined from different posi-
tions: microsociclogy of emotional and ideological interactions, protest mobilization, causes of socio-political crises and revolutions,
wave connections between revolutions, inclusion of revolutionary waves in the thythms of modernization and countermodernization,

world-system and geopolitical shifts.
On the basis of various connections between revolutions, a typology of waves was constructed and their genera) aggregate

was compiled (from the beginning of the 16th century to the present). Models explaining the dynamics of wave growth and extinc-
tion are presented. The contradictory role of revolutions and waves in the five major trends of global modernization is considered:
bureaucratization, secularization, capitalist industrialization, democratization, and avant-garde in cultural creativity.

The models and concepts were tested on the material of concrete waves of Pre-Modern and Early Modern (1618 centuries).
A comparative analysis was carricd out of the revolutions of the brightest wave of the classical Modern — “Spring of Nations” of
1848-1849, waves associated with both world wars of the 20th century, waves of velvet and color revolutions, “Arab spring” of

2011-2012.
