Using the rich archival material, the author reconstructs the activities and practices of the earliest
and most important Russian institutions where the history of science was studied, the connections
between their goals and objectives, the realms and methods of research. The author demonstrates
that the Commission for the publication of the miscellany “Russian Science” (established in Decem-
ber 1916), which was reorganized into the Commission for the History of Knowledge (May 14, 1921)
and later converted into the Institute for the History of Science and Technology of the Academy of
Sciences of the USSR (February 28, 1932) laid a solid foundation for the development of studies on
the history of science in Russia. The unity and continuity of this process are in the focus of attention.
The pioneers of the history of science as an independent discipline — academicians A. S. Lappo-
Danilevsky, V. I. Vernadsky, S. F. Oldenburg, and N. 1. Bukharin — are in the limelight of the book.
