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In the publication its authors argue whether modernization theory is
appropriate in the explanation of Russia’s historical experience. The dis-
cussion is substantiated with a review of historiographic tradition. Merits
and criticism of modernization theory are analyzed in terms of the direc-
tion, explanation and mechanics of social change.
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
