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Zoning of geophysical fields, was made on the basis of the analysis of all available geological-geophysica
materials. Stage-by-stage tectonic zoning was carried out for the first time from structural and structural-materia
signs. For this purpose a series of special maps and seismic sections reflecting structure and composition of differen
structural stages, which is a constructive element of the “Okhotsk Sea Tectonic Map”, was compiled. A geologica
scheme of the acoustic basement surface was compiled for the first time. A new modification of the map of uppe
Cretaceous-Cenozoic sedimentary cover thickness was constructed. Structural elements of the sedimentary cover wer
distinguished, paleogeographical settings for the distinguished regional lithophysically characterized seismis
stratigraphical complexes were traced, a map of neotectonics was compiled. Hydrocarbon potential (oil, gas, ga
hydrates) of the sea sedimentary basins was evaluated.
