The monograph represents an attempt to connect a specifically historical study with is-
sues investigated in the science of source study. It considers questions of the origin, docu-
mentation processing, archive recording, and interpretation of new-type sources — oral his-
torical sources. It also characterizes the source content and formal peculiarities, ways of
working with them. It touches upon problems of their classification and typology. Debatable
questions of newest peasant history including pre-revolution, revolution, and soviet periods
are viewed in the light of approaches belonging to a new direction of historical investiga-
tions — to oral history. The offered study makes use of sources collected in 1990-2007 in
rural districts of the Altai Territory.

The monograph also reveals an attempt to investigate individual and mass conscious-
ness and mentality of rural people concentrating on their attitude to the State power, govern-
ment representatives, church destruction, soviet agricultural policy, etc. The book contains
a comparison of countrymen’s judgments of their “every-day life” during pre-kolkhoz and
kolkhoz-sovkhoz periods, their perceptions of historical events, social phenomena, pro-
cesses in “history from the bottom” with the soviet and post-soviet history.

The monograph can be of interest to historians, ethnographers, sociologists, linguists,
culturologists, and other specialists in the field of social and humanitarian sciences, and
also to readers interested in the history of the Altai Territory or problems of the science of
history.
