The monograph is dedicated to an outstanding representative of the Moscow school of painting, professor of painting
Alexey Mikhailovich Korin (1865—1923), who belonged to the new generation of artists called “Late Peredvizhniki”.
The “Late Peredvizhniki” continued the best traditions of the Russian realistic school in the late 19% — early 20"
century. A.M. Korin devoted his life to art and left particular artistic heritage. Thus, as a painter he leit his artworks,
as a tutor — several generations of artists brought up by his knowledge and energy. The present edition is the first
comprehensive study of the biographical and artistic heritage of the master.
