The monography examines the state policy and regional practices of the Russian Em-
pire in the Kazakh Steppe, reveals the status of the latter as a part of the empire. It shows the
dynamics of the status of the Kazakh zhuzes in relations with Russia, studies the administra-
tive transformations in the Kazakh lands and identifies models of their interaction with the
Empire, analyzes the relationships between the policies of St. Petersburg regarding Kazakhs,
Kalmyks and Bashkirs. The Russian policy in relation to the Kazakh Steppe is shown as a part
of the eastern and non-Slavic policies of the state in general. A comparison of imperial policy
in Kazakhstan with policies in Bashkiria and Kalmykia makes it possible to understand not
only the nature of the Russian domination, but also to determine the real status of the Kazakh
possessions of Russia.

This book is about what Russia was guided by when joining Kazakhstan, what caused
the choice of one or another model of interaction and integration, what role the personali-
ty factor played in bringing the two societies closer, how Russian domination in the region
should be classified.
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
