Lysenko, Victoria. Indian philosophers on the nature of perception: Digndga and
his opponents. Texts and research | V.G. Lysenko; Institute of Philosophy RAS. Mos-
cow: Nauka—Vostochnaya Literatura, 2022, 598 p.

The book contains an anthology of translations from Sanskrit of some texts of the Buddhist phi-
losopher Dignaga (c. 480-540) and his teacher Vasubandhu, accompanied by a historical and phi-
losophical reconstruction. For the first time in Russian Indology, the arising and early development of
Indian epistemology is represented on the basis of the textual evidence dating back to the Buddhist-
Brahmanical controversies in the pre- and immediately post-“Dignaga’s era” (5th-6th centuries).
Much attention is being devoted to the analysis of Western and Indian studies which reveal the sig-
nificance of Dignaga’s concepts for understanding the historical and philosophical process in India, as
well as the contemporary discussions on the nature of cognition and consciousness.

The book is intended not only for specialists — Indologists and scholars of Buddhism — but also
for philosophers and scientists, who may be interested in enlarging their general background in cogni-
tive studies through the acquaintance with other cultural traditions.
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
