Usoltsevy V.A. Arabesques of Russian realities: between the past and the future. Yekaterinburg:
UGLTU, 2016. 331 p.

In the proposed collection of essays, having not so much a scientific as enlightenmental content, the au-
thor is trying to convey to its readers some "ligature of social events” in Russian realities since pagan Russia so
far. In their "diversity” a basic and at the same uniting purpose - to show as the ruinous for Russia poticy of “at-
lanticists"-liberals and the need of united efforts by apologists of “groundness” (i.e. of the followers of Stoly-
pin’s policy) to pull the country out of the critical situation, i.e. out of the stalemate in that our country came
under the leadership of the ruling elite of the last century. A specific roll-over of two centuries — the distempers
in Russia as in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, and in current times, are shown. The tenseness of the situa-
tion 1s redoubled by the fact that two branches, diametrically opposed to the target plants, are closed in the politi-
cal opposition as a driving force of social and economic progress: one represented by the new-liberals is aimed at
the disintegration of the country and the second represented by the true patriots is aimed at spiritual and econom-
ic revival of Russia. It is assumed that the collapse of forest management as a result of the implementation of the
Forest Code (2006) and the absence of any governmental policy in the field of “green” energy will create in the
future the problem with energy poviding. The development of the Internet and social media contributes to pro-
gress in all areas of science and technology, but creates a global danger for modifying consciousness (zombie) of
human population and, above all, the population of Russia, which is resisting to unprecedented media war from
foreigh countries.

The book will not leave indifferent anybody from those concerned about the future of Russia.
