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The culture of one of the most fascinating and original group of Koryak people is
presented: inhabitants of Verchnii Paren’ village.

The scientific freshness is about the all-round
ethnographical description of local north village community in a context of its everyday
life, social connections and cultural practices. The edition is supposed to be a matter of
interest for a wide range of readers and also for specialists, working in areas of ethnogra-
phy, museology and teachers of local history.

The very important part is that the book supports preservation and propaganda
of cultural heritage of Russian ethnos. It also provides interest from the side of aborigi-
nal society itself by presenting original, though disappearing culture, which is familiar
to them only through literature and museum exhibits.
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
