The monograph is a fundamental study of socio-economic and political development of the Urals during the
period of early industrial modernization. The main actors, initiators and motors of that social process were three
main socio-political forces, i.e. State (authorities), businessmen (factory owners) and workers (emerging working
class). All that three forces functioned as a single organism, interacted and cooperated with each other, but also
defended their own interests, periods of social accord between them accompanied by «turmoils, «misunderstand-
ings» and conflicts. There was an increase of confrontation that led to revolution in 1905-1907 and in 1917. In
both cases, broad masses of the Ural workers actively took part in revolution.
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
