The two-volume research was done by an international team of scientists and experts of the 15 new
independent states of the former Soviet Union on the basis of the department «World economy» Plekhanov
Russian University of Economics under controt of the Corresponding Member of the Russian Academy of
Sciences, Doctor of Economics, professor R.1. Khasbulatov in connection with the 25th anniversary since their
formation; edition is also timed to the 110th anniversary since the establishment of the Moscow Commercial
Institute — Plekhanov Russian University of Economics now.

The first volume is mainly devoted to the theoretical analysis of the experience of transformation
of socialism into capitalism, the study of the specifics of this complex process, which started at the time of
Gorbachev's policy of *perestroika” and ended with the collapse of the USSR and its conge from History.

The second volume is devoted 1o analysis of the most important areas of market reforms in each of the
15 new states. Scientists-economists and other social scientists from these countries indicate how the formation
of the new capitalism in each of these countries could happen in such difficult domestic and international
circumstances, The authors also displayed major opportunities for mutual cooperation among countries, the
need to overcome the arising contradictions and expand neighborly cooperation tor the benefit of our peoples.
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
