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Boris Nikolsky (1870-1919) was an active social and political conservative activist
and thinker. He kept his Diary during twenty-two years. The main themes in it are: academic
and political life at the Saint-Petersburg University and other educational institutions of
the capital, the activities of various public organizations, clubs and lounges, state and
Church leaders, members of the Imperial family, professors, scientists, poets, students,
book-lovers, publishers and many others. In addition, the Diary contains many historical,
cultural and everyday details of life of the teaching environment of the era, the author's
reflections on internal and foreign policy, scientific, cultural, moral and ethical themes.
Pages of the Diary devoting to 1917-1918 are especially interesting. They expose
the everyday life of post-revolutionary Petrograd. Without a doubt, the Diary is an
outstanding historical source on Russian history of the beginning of twentieth age. It will
be interesting and useful to historians, jurists, sociologists, scholars of other humanities
disciplines and to wide circle of readers too.
