The paper summarizes results of the long-term landscape research in a
number of areas in the south of East Siberia. The author presents the method-
ological techniques of studying different-time specifics of geosystem develop-
ment, examines the history of the formation and characteristics of the modern
landscape structure, and makes an analysis of natural and anthropogenic fac-
tors of the formation of geosystems in the south of East Siberia. He describes in
detail the period of nature management over the past three centuries within the
Tunka depression, as well as in the basins of Olkha, Ushakovka, and Goloust-
naya Rivers. The main part of the book is analysis of modern natural and trans-
formed complexes. The monograph presents fragments of schematic landscape
maps of the natural state of geosystems and maps describing the modern land-
scape structure of the above-mentioned key areas.

The book might be of interest to geographers, experts working in the field
of nature management, and a wide range of readers interested in the past and
present of the environment in the south of East Siberia.
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
