The first constructions of kurgan type have appeared in Primorye during an era of early met-
al (the end of the 1st thousand BC). The necropolises of kurgan type were carried by people of the
Lithuanian and Yankovsky cultures. The culture of kurgan type continued to be remained during the
developed Iron Age in the Poltsevsky culture (the end of the 1st thousand BC — the beginning of the
1st thousand AD). A standard variety of barrows has appeared only in the early and developed Mid-
dle Ages in cultures of the Tunguso-Manchurian range of population — Mokhe, Bohai, and Jurzhen’s
peoples. The Mounds type of constructions was the final stage of developments of the late Mid-
dle Ages which were characterized by the unique Bogopolsky stone tomb built in the 17th century.
