The monograph offers a review of migration theories, the assessment of their ad-
vantages and disadvantages from the position of inclusive economic growth. The au-
thor proposes a two-circuit model of migration flows regulation in Russia, in which
the main emphasis is on achieving a balance between production and labor factors in
the direct regulation of state institutions. New approaches to determining the thresh-
old values of external labor migration to achieve inclusive economic growth in the
Russian regions are proposed. The monograph is intended for senior offcials of min-
istries and departments regulating migration flows in Russia, for managers and spe-
cialists in the labor market engaged in the development of migration and industrial
policy, for researchers, as well as stud\ents and graduate students of economic profile.
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
