This edition addresses to life and creative works of two masters whose interaction rith Russian artistic
milieu was of different character. One of them — Guiseppe Valeriani (1689/1690—1762), an Italian
who had been invited to Elizaveta Petrovna’s court for three years and resided in Russia for the rest of
his life. Valeriani accepted and successfully fulfilled the most diverse orders: he created monumental
murals, theater decorations, architectural projects. The other one was Alexander Roslin (1718-1793),
aSwede who practically turned into a Frenchman; having mastered almost only one genre - portrait,
he arrived at Catherine II's court for not more than two years in order to paint portraits of the royal
family members. With all differences, both artists were in good demand among Russian clients.
Successive examination of these two so unlike figures can throw light on the evolution of the Russian
artistic world in the course of time, on changes in Russian spectator’s tastes and views, contribute to
comprehending the hard process of Russia’s integration in the common flow of the European culture,
to working out the new visage of the power secular and modern but original, distinctive in all aspects.
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
